Please could you report children’s absences to the School Office via telephone as usual. 
Please leave a message on the answer phone if you are unable to get through. The       
children’s absence will be authorised with a Y code (for exceptional circumstances) if 
their absence is due to advice regarding Coronavirus. This will not affect their              
attendance record.  Any other illness however, will be treated and recorded as usual.  
Please take time to read the advice regarding people who may be more vulnerable to this 
virus. You may wish to consider whether your needs mean you should self-isolate because 
you have an underlying health condition or a member of your household does. Please do 
read the advice provided by the government which is available through Public Health  
England at:

For those pupils who are absent whilst school is currently open, we are in the process of 
creating a Home Learning page on our Website where children can access general online 
resources and generic learning tasks that can be undertaken at home if they are well 
enough to do so.  Unfortunately, with the numbers of pupils who are now absent, we will 
not be able to provide specific tasks at this point in time. As you will appreciate the staff 
are continuing to teach those pupils who are in school and they are in the process of        
preparing special learning packs for all children in case we have to close at some point in 
the future.
